The subservience of Republican leadership has 

brought into sharp relief the cruelty, corruption, cowardice, and hypocrisy of the 

new lower case gop ï gutless obsequious puppets ï of Donald J. Trump.  
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Key for Readers 

This collection of poems, free verse, short essays, and reflections is substantially factual, based on things that have 

really happened. For example, everything recounted ñThe Trumpian Avalancheò is based upon actual news reports 

(with the exception of a few snide asides by me) and every fact cited in the essays ñDeportation Insanityò and 

ñProhibition 2.0ò is verifiable. 

There is also a healthy dose of nonfactual satire. John Wooden, who died 15 years ago, did not actually cut Donald 

Trump from his team because Trump would never have made that team. Likewise, Pete Hegseth has not actually 

renamed the Alamo or the Pentagon (at least not as of this writing). The GOP has not been plagued with an actual 

outbreak of Eye Diversion Spasticity (EDS), a syndrome that is a product of my imagination as a metaphor for the 

way Republican leaders pretend they donôt see Donald Trumpôs corruption and criminality.  

The biblical Job of Uz did not literally send a letter to Donald J. Trump from across three millennia, and even if he 

had itôs doubtful Trump would have read it. But Jobôs message is of vital importance to the mental and spiritual 

health of anyone who has embraced the anger, hatred, and grievance of Trumpism. And anyone who considers 

themselves to be Christian but also supports Trumpism should carefully consider the warning at the end of 

ñTrumpianityò that when they finally come before Saint Peter at the Pearly Gates, they might find to their dismay 

they are not prepared for the entrance exam.  

Hereôs a key for assessing whether an entry is factual or imagined: The more horrifying it is, the more likely it is to 

be based on real happenings. For example, ñUnforgivableò and ñIf Satan Were President (RIP USAID)ò each reflect 

the horrifying inhumanity of Donald Trump and his administration. Both are based on actual reporting that Iôve 

referenced in footnotes. ñIn Memory of Brian Sicknickò is based on an actual exchange of emails between Iowaôs 

GOP Representative Mariannette Miller-Meeks and me. The photo in ñGood Old Boys for Lifeò is not AI-generated, 

it comes from the Facebook page of Texas Governor Greg Abbott. 
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The Trumpian Avalanche 

By the time you read Trumpianity, much of it will have been overtaken by events. Trying to stay ahead of 

the Trumpian Trainwreck is like trying to outski an avalanche. During the four weeks I was finishing my 

final edits, these were among the headlines.  

ü It was revealed that Donald Trump, who has been pressuring the Federal Reserve Board to lower 

interest rates, earlier this year purchased $100 million worth of bonds for his own account. The 

price of bonds increases when interest rates fall so Trump will personally profit when the Fed 

gives in to his duress and lowers interest rates. The conflict of interest is glaringly obvious. 

ü The FBI raided the home and office of John Bolton, Trumpôs former National Security Advisor 

turned harsh Trump critic, in a marked escalation of Trumpôs weaponization of the Department of 

Justice to harass and intimidate people he sees as his enemies. The timing of the raid was clearly 

set to create a distraction from release of the first batch from the Epstein files to Congress that 

same day. 

ü After Putin told Trump that mail-in balloting cost him the election in 2020, and seeing the 

handwriting on the wall for losses in the midterm elections, Trump threatened to issue an 

executive order to end the use of mail-in ballots and voting machines and to require voter ID. 

Meanwhile, Putin was seen convulsed on the Kremlin floor in fits of laughter. 

ü A federal judge ordered closure of Alligator Alcatraz for having been constructed in violation of 

environmental protection regulations and for threatening the fragile Florida Everglades. 

ü A federal judge blocked Trumpôs efforts to expand a fast-track deportation process on the grounds 

that it would create ña significant riskò to migrants legally entitled to stay in the country. 

ü A federal judge issued an emergency order over Labor Day to stop the Trump administration from 

deporting more than 600 unaccompanied Guatemalan children as young as 10 years old (this 

moral atrocity from an administration that claims to be pro-life and pro-family). 

ü A federal court of appeals upheld a Court of International Trade ruling that Trumpôs tariffs were 

illegal and that he had exceeded his authority by declaring an emergency to justify them. 

ü The IRS launched a frantic recruiting campaign to rehire Internal Revenue Service employees 

who had been fired or laid off during the first Trump-Musk purge.  

ü Trump threatened to send U.S. military troops to take over Chicago and other Democratic cities. 

In late night social media rage posts he wrote, ñI love the smell of deportations in the morning. 

Chicago about to find out why itôs called the Department of WAR!ò and threatened that he was 

going to ñwipe outò protestors in Portland, Oregon. Trump has so cowed military leaders that 

there was not a peep of dissent from the Pentagon about this unconstitutional use of our armed 

forces against the civilian population. 

ü In Washington D.C. National Guard troops who were sent in response to Trumpôs imaginary 

ñcrime emergencyò were put to work on sanitation and landscaping not being done because 
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Trump had previously laid off 90% of the National Park Service staff who had been doing the 

work. When Trump crowed about having eliminated crime in DC, it appears he was talking about 

the crime of littering.  

ü Trump fired the Commissioner of the Bureau of Labor Statistics for having told the truth about 

weak job growth; fired the Director of the U.S. Defense Intelligence Agency for having told the 

truth about the limited effectiveness of bomb strikes on Iranian nuclear facilities; fired the 

Director of the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention for having refused to rubber-

stamp the anti-science agenda of anti-fax fanatic RFK Jr.; fired one of the CIAôs most highly-

regarded Russia experts to cover up for Trumpôs own failure to reach ña dealò with Putin to end 

the war in Ukraine; placed 140 EPA staff on unpaid leave in retaliation for having signed a letter 

voicing concerns about Trumpôs environmental policies; fired a senior career ethics official at the

ü Floridaôs surgeon general announced that the state would be the first to end all childhood vaccine 

mandates, thus assuring that Florida would continue its right to lay claim to having the nationôs 

highest concentration of elderly people by increasing the stateôs future childhood mortality. 

ü More than 85 climate experts contributed to a comprehensive report excoriating a Department of 

Energy document written by five climate skeptics falsely claiming that the impact of climate 

change has been overstated ï in other words endorsing Trumpôs lie that global warming is a hoax. 

The DOE report, said these climate experts, ñmakes a mockery of science.ò Trump to your 

grandkids: Drop Dead. 

ü After slashing funding for supplemental nutrition support in the Big Beautiful Tax Break for 

Billionaires, the Trump administration sought to cover up the human impact by eliminating the 

USDAôs annual Household Food Security Report, which for the past 30 years has been 

documenting poverty and food insecurity in the United States, calling it a politicized document. 

But if you look up the word ñpoliticizedò in the dictionary you will see a picture of Donald Trump 

and his MAGA cronies. 
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ü As part of his campaign to become Dictator of Washington DC, Trump took control of Union 

Station away from Amtrak. Mussolini claimed that he made the trains run on time ï if you think 

Trump is capable of that, please see me about the bridge I have for sale.  

ü Responding to his recurring nightmare of more and bigger No Kings Day events, Trump ordered 

the creation of a National Guard rapid response unit that would allow him to deploy armed troops 

to confront disturbances in American cities ï in effect creating a standing army strike force to be 

used against the civilian population. 

ü A federal judge ruled that Trumpôs deployment of the National Guard in Los Angeles was illegal 

and barred the administration from ñdeploying, ordering, instructing, training, or usingò these 

troops to engage in civilian law enforcement in the future.  

ü Trump signed an executive order making it a crime to burn an American flag. The first person 

arrested for doing so was a decorated U.S. Army combat veteran protesting this violation of his 

First Amendment free speech rights. Take that, draft-dodging flag-shagging Corporal Bonespur! 

ü Giving in to overt threats from Trumpôs Chairman of the Federal Communications Commission 

Brendan Carr, who was a key conspirator in creating Project 2025, Disneyôs CEO cancelled the 

Jimmy Kimmel late night show. At Disney, they have evidently stopped asking the question 

ñWhat would Walt do?ò because Walt would never have taken the knee before the likes of Donald 

Trump and Brendan Carr. 

ü Speaking to the press in DC, Trump bemoaned the fact that domestic violence is included in 

crime statistics, saying ñThings that take place in the home they call crimeéIf a man has a little 

fight with the wife, they say this is a crime.ò It makes one wonder what else is in the Epstein files 

that Trump is so desperately trying to bury. 

ü Before being appointed Trumpôs ñBorder Czarò Tom Homan was caught on camera accepting a 

paper bag filled with $50,000 in cash from an undercover agent investigating bribery. Trumpôs 

flunkies in the DOJ and the FBI made the charge magically disappear. Again, without a peep from 

ñlaw and orderò Republicans in Congress. 

ü Acting on Trumpôs orders and without first consulting the CIA, the Director of National 

Intelligence released a list of 37 current and former officials sheôd stripped of security clearances 

for having supported Trumpôs first impeachment trial or the allegation that Russia had interfered 

in the 2016 election, in the process exposing the identity, and potentially endangering the life, of 

at least one undercover agent.  

ü Perennial election loser Kari Lake, who in payback for her loyalty to Trumpôs 2020 election lies, 

was chosen to dismantle Voice of America, which for 75 years has been telling our side of the 

story to the rest of the world, announced another 500 people were to be laid off. This means that 

the likes of China, Russia, and Al Jazeera will now shape our narrative for the rest of the world. 
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ü Thirty-nine countries suspended mail service to the United States in response to Trump tariff 

policies, specifically termination of the U.S. ñde minimisò tariff exemption, thereby endangering 

the viability of small businesses on all points of the globe.

to see a reduction in visitors from other countries, along with the corresponding harm to 

businesses dependent upon tourism dollars. 

ü The Yale Budget Lab issued a report titled ñThe Effect of Tariffs on Povertyò predicting that 

between 650,000 and 875,000 Americans would be forced into poverty as a result of Trumpôs 

tariffs, including a disproportionate number of children. Trump could not be reached for comment 

because he was out playing golf. 

ü In Washington State, firefighting crews working to contain the largest wildfire in the Pacific 

Northwest were pulled out of the line by ICE Agents for identity verification, with two key team 

members being arrested on the spot. As one commentator put it, this showed that Trump and his 

xenophobic cronies are willing to watch America burn in their quest to cleanse the country of 

brown-skinned migrants. Cue Nero and his fiddle. 

ü In a replay of Herbert Hooverôs 1932 demolition of Hooverville, Trump ordered the 

IMMEDIATE destruction of all homeless encampments in DC with no plan in place for humanely 

taking care of homeless people whose only possessions were destroyed by the raids.

ü The Trump administration rearrested Kilmar Abrego Garcia, a father of three who was illegally 

deported to the CECOT concentration camp and only returned home following a U.S. Supreme 

Court order. He was threatened with deportation to Uganda unless he confessed to crimes he 

swears he did not commit, and only intervention by a federal judge prevented that from 

happening. Kristi Noemôs obsession with torturing this man and his family is nothing short of 

psychotic and sadistic. 

ü Trump held a televised 3-hour Cabinet meeting where members went around the table trying to 

outdo each other planting kisses upon The Donaldôs bottom. In preparation for the meeting, 

housekeeping staff had placed airline barf bags under the placemats at each table setting. 

ü At the above-mentioned cabinet meeting Trump also said: ñThe line is that Iôm a dictator, but I 

stop crime. So a lot of people say, óYou know, if thatôs the case, Iôd rather have a dictator.ôò He 

did not mention his failures to stop crimes committed by members of his own family.  

ü Trump issued an executive order renaming the Department of Defense to The Department of War, 

presumably in a snit about his failure to be given the Nobel Prize for Peace.  
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ü Across America, in red states as well as blue, Republican congressional representatives who were 

sent home early for their summer break to avoid having to vote on the Epstein files were roundly 

booed by their own constituents at town hall meetings. Trump himself was booed when he 

showed up at the U.S. Open Tennis Tournament and, after promising that anyone could go to a 

DC restaurant with fear of confrontation, being heckled by patrons at a swanky DC restaurant. 

ü The very day that victims of Epsteinôs sex trafficking crimes spoke in Washington urging release 

of the Epstein files unredacted, a Trump spokesperson threatened members of his own gutless 

obsequious puppets party that voting for release of those files ñwould be viewed as a very hostile 

act to the administration.ò Probably as close to a guilty plea as weôll ever see from Trump.

Have you noticed how self-proclaimed ñChristian nationalistsò wearing red MAGA baseball caps are 

never also wearing WWJD bracelets?

In the dark days of World War II, the Nazis occupied Holland. The Gestapo rounded up Dutch Jews for 

deportation to concentration camps at Dachau and Buchenwald. 

Late one night, a group of Dutch laypeople visited the home of Hendrik Kraemer, a missionary who had 

recently returned home from Indonesia. They talked about atrocities being committed by the Nazis, and 

their fears should they try to do anything about it. They asked for his advice. 

Kraemer said he could not tell them what they should do, but added that ñif you know who you are, then 

you will know what to do.ò That night they formed the Dutch Resistance. 

The root of the word integrity is integer. An integer is a number that cannot be evenly divided. It is an 

indivisible whole. A sphere that cannot be cracked. A person of integrity has one set of values that guides 

their actions at work and at home, in politics and in religion. It guides how they treat others, whether or 

not they like or agree with them. 

To say that a desired end justifies dishonorable means is to violate the wholeness, the integrity, of the 

person who makes that rationalization. It is what psychologist Robert Jay Lifton describes as ñdoubling,ò 

a psychic compartmentalization that allows an individual to engage in, or pretend to not see, something 

that would violate the values held by their best self. The mob boss who extorts and murders by day then 

goes home to join his family in a prayer before dinner is engaged in doubling. 

Someone who claims to stand for family values, for Christian values, but then looks the other way at the 

cruelty, corruption, and avarice of a pathologically dishonest sexual predator like Donald Trump because 

they support his political aims, is engaged in doubling. 

If you call yourself a Christian, but with your votes and by your silence you have endorsed Donald Trump 

and Trumpism, do you know who you are?

In his song the troops tried to warn their captain that the muddy river heôd ordered 

them to cross was too deep to be forded but ñthe big fool said to push onò and he was swept away by the 

current.  

In 1976 Barry Shaw published an HR journal article titled ñKnee-Deep in the Big Muddyò that turned 

Seegerôs song into a metaphor for escalating commitment to a losing course of action. 

In 2016, on the banks of their own Big Muddy, the Republican Party nominated Donald Trump, a known 

sexual predator, as their candidate for President of the United States, even after learning of his penchant 

for grabbing women ñby the pussy.ò 

In 2019 Barry Levine and Monique El-Faizy published the book All the Presidentôs Women: Donald 

Trump and the Making of a Predator concluding definitively that Donald Trump was a sexual predator 

and should be judged as such. Republican leaders added it to their list of books to be banned as they 

waded out ankle-deep into the Big Muddy. 

In 2023 a jury found Trump liable for sexual abuse and defamation and awarded E. Jean Carroll $5 

million in damages.

The Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation Institute (PMRI) of Washington DC has just released a new 

report about the recent epidemic of neck injuries among congressional Republicans. 

According to the report, ñEye Diversion Spasticityò (EDS) is a repetitive stress injury that results from the 

sudden jerking motion caused by twisting oneôs neck in order to divert the gaze from something better not

The PMRI report found that while the syndrome is common in kleptocratic societies such as Russia, 

where oligarchs are often pictured wearing neck braces in the days following a prominent dissident being 

found dead on the sidewalk after having ñfallen out of a window,ò it is less common in democracies 

where leadership oversight and accountability are expected of the nationôs political and judicial leaders. 

Trumpôs Secretary of Health and Human Services immediately posted on Truth Social that the PMRI 

report was fake news, claiming that Eye Diversion Spasticity is actually caused by the delayed impact of 

polio vaccination and water fluoridation in childhood. 

The PMRI report stated that the last recorded outbreaks of Eye Diversion Spasticity in the U.S. occurred 

during the Teapot Dome Scandal under Republican President Warren G. Harding, in Boss Tweedôs 

Tammany Hall, and in the Illinois state capital under Governor Rod Blagojevich, but added that the 

current epidemic dwarfs anything ever seen before in our nation.

Daniel Okrent: Last Call: The Rise and Fall of Prohibition 

In the election of 1928 Republican Herbert Hoover defeated Democratic candidate Al Smith. The most 

divisive issue of the campaign was Prohibition. Republicans wanted it strengthened, Democrats wanted it 

repealed. Taking Hooverôs victory as a mandate, Republicans launched an offensive of revenge and 

retribution against their enemies real and imagined. 

They embraced the KKK and its white supremacist dogma, set immigration quotas prejudiced against 

non-white populations, and launched the ñMexican Repatriationò campaign that deported over a million 

Mexican workers and U.S. citizens of Mexican descent. 

The Republicansô Revenue Act of 1928 reduced the top personal income tax rate and corporate and estate 

taxes, all of which disproportionately benefitted the already wealthy and led to an unprecedented level of 

wealth inequality (contributing to the misery created by the soon-to-come Great Depression). 

The Republicansô 1929 Jones Act made Prohibition vastly more punitive, turning even the most minor 

infractions into felonies and filling the nationôs prisons to overflowing with people convicted of being 

caught in a speakeasy or with concealing a hip flask. 

The Republicansô 1930 Smoot-Hawley Tariff Act launched a global trade war that transformed a recession 

into the Great Depression and contributed to an economic tailspin that lasted for the next ten years, 

intensifying the suffering of every American except for the wealthy few. 

Offended by the sight of homeless veterans encamped in Hooverville within sight of the White House, 

President Hoover sent the military to burn down their shacks and chase them away. Two people were 

killed and dozens injured, sparking a national outrage that contributed to the landslide election of 

Democrat Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1932. 

In the years following their win of 1928, Republican embrace of white supremacy, support for prejudicial 

immigration restrictions and mass deportation, and criminalization of behaviors that most Americans 

approved of was highlighted by the blatant hypocrisy and corruption of many Republican politicians. 

In the 1930 midterm elections Republicans got a message from the American people. They lost 8 seats in 

the Senate, 52 seats in the House, and 7 statehouses. Two years later FDR tromped Hoover in a historic 

landslide that sent the Republican Party into a political wilderness for the next twenty years. 

Mark Twain said that history might not repeat itself, but it often does rhyme. Any Republican politician 

who does not hear the rhythms of 1928 blowinô in the wind todayé is not paying attention.

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ñThis was never just about abortion, or our bodies, or reproductive health. Abortion is a democracy 

issue, an economic issue, a workersô rights and racism issue. Itôs a speech issue and a parentsô issue.ò 

Jessica Valenti: Abortion: Our Bodies, Their Lies, and the Truths We Use to Win  

In late 2024, as a professional courtesy, I told my contact at an organization where we were partway into 

an 18-month values and culture initiative that I was working on an independent study comparing the 

temperance crusade that resulted in Prohibition during the last century with the anti-abortion crusade of 

today. The next morning I received a one-sentence email terminating the contract effective immediately, 

in violation of a 30-day cancellation clause. This was one of the precipitating factors in my decision to 

retire ahead of when I had planned. 

The ultimate irony is that the people who most need to read my monograph Prohibition 2.0 are those who 

are sincerely devoted to the ñpro-lifeò cause. By adopting virtually page-for-page the politicized, punitive, 

draconian, and cruel playbook of Prohibition, anti-abortion crusaders have guaranteed that their 

abortion bans, almost exclusively enacted and upheld by legislative and judicial bodies dominated by 

white Republican men, will face the same fate of repudiation and repeal. That handwriting is already on 

the wall in states like Florida, Missouri, Wisconsin and Iowa where Republicans have gone to such great 

lengths to impose total abortion bans that contravene the expressed will of the people. 

By choosing to enact extreme and draconian abortion bans, and to enforce them by threatening doctors 

with prison for providing care they deem to be medically necessary, these white Republican men have 

guaranteed that abortion ban horror stories will vastly outnumber stories of women who end up being 

happy about having been forced to carry an unwanted pregnancy. This too is already happening. There are 

already hundreds of horror stories of women and their families being harmed by Republican forced 

pregnancy laws (Amanda Zurawski, Kate Cox, Adriana Smith, Hadley Duvall, Chloe Partridge, Elisabeth 

Weber, Porsha Ngumezi and ï already! ï hundreds of others).  

By contrast, there are precisely ZERO stories of women who are thankful that the state forced them to 

carry an unwanted pregnancy. See for yourself. Use any search engine and look for post-Dobbs happy 

outcome stories ï there are none. Since the stated goal of anti-abortion crusaders is to prevent the more 

than one million abortions that occur in the United States every year, the horror stories will accumulate by 

the thousands. Each and every one of these stories will add to the weight of the GOPôs Abortion Albatross 

that I write about in this section.  

Abortion bans are the canary in the coalmine of the Trumpian assault on our democracy. Because a 

majority of Americans believe that abortion should be legal in all or most cases, once the political tide 

turns, as it inevitably will, the only way Republicans can prevent repudiation and repeal of their abortion 

bans is to impose upon our nation the patriarchal rulership envisioned by Project 2025 and imagined in 

The Handmaidôs Tale. 
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Prohibition 2.0 

ñClearly, antiabortion laws are not about protecting the health or safety of women and girls or people 

who can become pregnanté Even saving or preserving the life of the pregnant woman does not matter. 

Womenôs health and safety are only incidental to what really matters: preserving power.ò 

Michele Goodwin: Policing the Womb: Invisible Women and the Criminalization of Motherhood 

The notion that at the moment of conception God reaches down from heaven and bestows upon the newly 

created zygote, still too small to be seen by the naked eye, a fully human soul is not scientific fact or 

medical reality. It is religious dogmaé a belief held by only one-third of Americans. 

It is a belief that now determines the maternal futures of women in nearly half the country where abortion 

has been outlawed, abortion providers are threatened with prison terms, and women are stigmatized and 

in some cases criminalized for their decisions to terminate a pregnancy. 

This singularly religious dogma is also a singularly political philosophy championed by white men on the 

ruby red right side of the Republican Party. 

All six justices of the U.S. Supreme Court that overturned Roe v. Wade with the Dobbs decision were 

nominated by Republican Presidents. Five of the six are white and five of the six are men. 

All 19 state governors who have signed abortion ban legislation since the Dobbs decision are 

Republicans; 15 of the 19 are men and 18 of them are white. 

The Texas legislature has enacted one of the nationôs most draconian abortion bans. Of the 102 legislators 

voting in favor of the ban, 101 are Republicans, 91 are men, and 97 are white. The Texas attorney general 

who threatens doctors with prison even for terminating life-threatening nonviable pregnancies is an 

adulterous white Republican man of great political ambition. For the 50% of Texas women who are not 

white, their decisions on whether and with whom to become a mother are now dictated by this exclusive 

coterie of white Republican men. 

In Alabama, every single one of the 99 state legislators who voted for that stateôs total abortion ban are 

Republicans, almost all white men. All 8 state supreme court justices who voted to uphold that ban are 

white Republicans, six of whom are men. The reproductive futures of the 34% of Alabama women who 

are not white are now dictated by these white male Republican descendants of Jim Crow. 

In Iowa, all 88 state legislators who voted for a total abortion ban are Republicans, 87 are white, and 69 

are men. When the stateôs white Republican governor signed the bill into law she called it ñthe will of the 

peopleò knowing full well that polling by her own stateôs major newspaper showed that 64% of Iowans 

favor legal access to abortion in all or most cases. 

In the 9 states where state supreme courts have upheld abortion bans and the party affiliation of supreme 

court justices is identified, 59 of 63 were appointed by or elected as Republicans and almost all of them 

are white men. 
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And all of this was made possible by the U.S. Supreme Court nominations of a white male Republican 

President who said, ñI was proud to be the person responsible for the ending of Roe v. Wadeò and who 

also said, ñThere has to be some form of punishmentò for a woman who has a pregnancy terminated. 

In 1932 antipathy toward alcohol prohibition was a close second to the depressed economy in creating the 

landslide defeat of anti-alcohol Republican Herbert Hoover by pro-repeal Democrat Franklin D. 

Roosevelt, an election that pushed the Republican Party into a political wilderness for the next two 

decades. 

Ernest Cherrington, head of education for the Anti-Saloon League, the driving force behind Prohibition of 

the last century, encouraged his fellow temperance crusaders to focus on education rather than 

enforcement, on the next generation and not just the next election. They didnôt listen and Prohibition was 

repudiated and repealed. 

But only after it wrecked the lives and livelihoods of many thousands of their fellow Americans. 

By adopting the politicized, punitive, draconian, and cruel playbook that temperance crusaders used to 

impose alcohol prohibition upon their fellow Americans, the white male Republican lawmakers who are 

dictating the maternal futures of American women of all races have guaranteed that when the political tide 

turns, as inevitably it will, their forced pregnancy laws will face the same outcome: repudiation and 

repeal. 

But only after they have wrecked the lives and livelihoods of many thousands of their fellow Americans.

In the provocative book Freakonomics, self-proclaimed rogue economist Steven Levitt attributes a 

significant proportion of the dramatic reduction in violent crime that began in the early 1990s to Roe v. 

Wade 15 years earlier. He writes:  

Legalized abortion led to less unwantedness;  

unwantedness leads to high crime;  

legalized abortion, therefore, led to less crime. 

Abortion ban politicians can quibble with the methodology used in this study. They can contest the 

prediction that outlawing abortion today will cause a spike in violent crime over the next 15-20 years. But 

to outlaw abortion with an ad hominem rejection of the premise is reckless and irresponsible political 

malfeasance. Responsible politicians would ask questions like these: 

Should we plan now for an expanded juvenile justice system to help keep these unwanted children out 

of trouble and to take care of them when they get into trouble? 

Will we need larger and better-armed police forces to patrol our communities and protect our 

citizenry? Will we need more prisons? 

Will we need greater investments in technology, staffing, and emergency medical resources to care for 

victims of increased violent crime? 

What must be done now and in coming years to help mothers keep the children they were forced to 

bear out of harmôs way when they reach those troubled adolescent years? 

What preparations must school systems make now for an influx of children born from unwanted 

pregnancies who are raised in low-income households without a positive male role model? 

What additional research and resources are needed to beef up child mental health services now to 

minimize increased violent crime later? 

When do we stand up to the gun lobby to prevent the proverbial angry young men of todayôs unwanted 

pregnancies from acquiring weapons of war tomorrow? 

We do not know the answers to these questions because Republican politicians do not want to ask them.  

In his book People of the Lie, Dr. M. Scott Peck wrote that the greatest evils are created by ñmilitant 

ignorance.ò The militant refusal of Republican politicians to anticipate, much less prepare for, the 

perverse consequences of the MAGA / Project 25 agenda, including their abortion bans, will cause great 

suffering in the future.  
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Republican ñpro-lifeò politicians do not ask about the unintended perverse 

consequences of their abortion ban laws, much less do anything to mitigate 

those consequences, because they stop caring about the life of a woman the 

instant she becomes pregnant and they stop caring about the life of a fetus the 

instant it becomes a baby.

The State of Texas had a chance to take the road less traveled in the way it tried to prevent Kate Cox from 

obtaining the abortion her physicians said she needed because her fetus was not viable and her own health 

was threatened. They could have treated her and her family with love. Instead they chose the path of 

cruelty. 

The State of Texas could have promised Ms. Cox that as she carried this difficult and dangerous 

pregnancy the Lone Star State, with all its vast resources, would walk beside her every step of the way. 

Instead, the callous cruelty of the stateôs Attorney General and Supreme Court, who threatened 

Houston hospitals with ñcivil and criminal liability for violating Texasô abortion laws, including 

first-degree felony prosecutionsò put a wall between Ms. Cox and her medical team. 

The state could have asked the attending physicians to show Mr. and Ms. Cox a detailed treatment plan 

for how she and her newborn would receive the highly-specialized care mother and infant would require, 

including treatment to assure the health and future reproductive capability of the mother and palliative 

care for the infant should it survive. 

Instead, they threatened doctors with prison sentences if they performed the abortion they 

believed to be medically necessary. 

The state could have promised Mr. and Ms. Cox that, especially since they were forcing her to carry the 

pregnancy against their wishes and against the advice of her doctors, the state would help to cover her 

medical expenses, which would have been well into six figures1, thus taking away one burden from the 

family.  

Instead, they would have saddled the family with a lifetime of financial distress from medical 

expenses for a newborn who would most likely not have lived to see the outside of a NICU 

incubator.2 

The state could have offered to provide Ms. Cox and members of her family with counseling support to 

help them navigate the emotional minefield of this devastating tragedy.  

Instead, they threatened to sic Texasôs newly enabled anti-abortion vigilante snitches on her 

husband with bounty hunter lawsuits alleging so-called abortion trafficking. 

The state could have reassured Mr. and Ms. Cox that they would help their other children cope with the 

emotional trauma the state was inflicting upon the family.  

Instead, their actions demonstrated that they could not have cared less about the emotional 

trauma and moral injury being suffered by the Cox family as a result of the stateôs judicial 

callousness.  
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With this one case, the State of Texas could have shown the world that their abortion ban really was pro-

life and not just anti-abortion.  

Instead of choosing the road less traveled and treating the Cox family with love, the State of Texas 

chose to barrel down the highway of cruelty by seeking to stigmatize the patient and criminalize 

her caregivers. 

In the choices they made for enforcing their draconian abortion ban the State of Texas chose cruelty over 

compassion. The Republican abortion ban politicians of Texas stopped caring about the life of Ms. Cox 

the moment she became pregnant, and would have stopped caring about the life of her fetus the moment it 

became a baby.

In this photo Amanda Zurawski, an Austin woman who developed sepsis and nearly died after being 

refused an abortion when her water broke at 18 weeks, is shown facing down a Texas lawman as she 

heads into the courtroom to testify.  

The suit in which she was lead plaintiff was brought by the Center for Reproductive Rights on behalf of 

22 women who had suffered the consequences of being denied an abortion. The plaintiffs simply asked 

the courts to provide clear guidance to physicians about what constituted a legal emergency abortion.  

Not surprisingly, the argument was unanimously rejected by the Texas Supreme Court (remember, all 9 

justices are white Republicans and 7 of those 9 are men).  

When the final history of Prohibition 2.0 ï the crusade to outlaw abortion by stigmatizing women and 

criminalizing physicians ï is written, this photo will be one of the iconic images of that struggle.
